Maintained a minimum of 3.50 grade point average in high school (Grades 9-12) and be a
graduating senior of a California high school. Transcript of grade records must accompany
application.

Meet all requirements set down by an accredited university or college of the student’s choice.

Participated in at least three extra-curricular activities while in high school.

. Present three letters of recommendation from individuals who will vouch for the

applicant’s academic standing, character and personality. At least one of these letters
must be from the Principal, Dean or Counselor, verifying participation in the extra-
curricular activities.
